It was also established to support public service capacity building in the areas of leadership, management, governance and office administration. The College operates under the President's Office, Public Service Management and Good Governance which supports and guides the College on how to run its activities as per its establishment mandates. 
The College has six branches that operate in Mtwara, Singida, Tanga, Mbeya, Tabora and Dar es Salaam both offering different programmes in Certificate level and Diploma level, as well Degree level for Dar es salaam Campus. Apart from training in long and short course, the College conducts applied research and consultancies aiming at improving public service delivery.
It is in light of the above that the TPSC is the preferred service provider of knowledge and skills, and consultancy services to the Public Service, but also as a part of building a culture of continuous learning for public servants.

Your Excellency, Ladies and Gentlemen, as stated, during our meeting with Her Excellency Ambassador in October 2018, the College is looking forward, through the Embassy’s facilitation, to establish Sisterhood relations to a College of similar mandate in China. In that particular meeting it was mentioned that the China Institute of Administration would be the most appropriate institute to establish such links. The aim of this relation is to establish staff exchange programmes, skills transfer, research and knowledge sharing. It is indeed another avenue of strengthening the cordial relations that do exist between our two countries. We are looking forward to the establishment of that relation.
4. Your Excellency to motivate our staff for a timely delivery of our services, the College needs to equip them with critical equipments to facilitate their operations. We are in dire need of desk top computers, video conference facilities to link up the six campuses and laptops. During our October 2018 meeting, you promised to consider our request, and on behalf of the College, I wish to record our sincere thanks for accepting to assist. I am delighted indeed, to note that, today, after your lecture, you will be pleased to hand over to the Honorable Minister, twenty (20) laptops, to be followed by other equipments once they become available.  Indeed, this is a great testimony of a true friend and a friend in need.
